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Every community would naturally like to skip all of the struggle and go right to the solution,
but it doesn’t work that way. The process of finding a viable solution to a community waste-
water issue can take several years from inception through implementation. Working through
the steps stimulates the people in the community to learn, to understand and negotiate their
differences, and to come to a conclusion that everyone can live with. Such a decision will
ensure that your community’s wastewater is adequately treated at a reasonable cost and will
accommodate the plans of your community into the future.
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
