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The University of Minnesota Extension Regional Sustainable Development Partnerships’ (RSDP) Statewide Coordinating Committee (SCC) facilitates cross-regional communication, learning, and collaboration throughout RSDP. The SCC is comprised of RSDP’s Executive Committee; staff; representatives from each Regional board; an At-Large member; and representatives from Extension; the College of Food, Agricultural and Natural Resource Sciences (CFANS); the College of Design; and the Minnesota Institute for Sustainable Agriculture (MISA). The At-Large member comes from the 11-county Metro area and is selected by the SCC Executive Committee with a three-year term. Terms may be renewed (up to a total of two three-year terms) based on At-Large member interest and a vote of the entire SCC.

The SCC provides rich and varied perspectives on the work of RSDP. The At-Large member is expected to attend quarterly SCC meetings and is part of an ongoing movement for sustainable development throughout Minnesota. The Regional Partnerships work to engage the U of M in advancing issues of sustainability and connecting with resources from around the state. The At-Large committee member serves a vital role in connecting the Regional Partnerships to innovation, ideas, and networks that advance community resilience throughout Minnesota. The At-Large member brings external experience and connections valuable to RSDP’s mission, including Metro networks that help bridge urban/rural issues. Likewise, the At-Large member will gain a deeper connection, understanding, and access to innovation and resources that are occurring throughout Greater Minnesota and the U of M in building a sustainable future for our area.

Desirable Characteristics of the SCC At-Large Member:

Following are desirable characteristics of the SCC At-Large member. The presence of diverse experiences, viewpoints, and connections strengthens the committee.

· Demonstrated passion for RSDP’s mission and bedrock principles: sustainable development, community-University partnership, and citizen leadership

· Brings a diversity of experience, ideas, and background, and community or institutional connections that are valuable to RSDP’s mission and which broaden the reach of RSDP
· Ability to bridge urban/rural issues and contribute a Metro-area perspective to RSDP
· Brings connections with networks that are new or need strengthening with RSDP and the SCC
· Active interest in citizen involvement that fosters economic, social, and environmental sustainability
· Ability to work with a diverse group integrating various experiences and viewpoints
· Ability to work collaboratively regionally and statewide
· Willingness to embrace the complexity of sustainability issues
· Belief that Community-University partnerships benefit both researchers and communities
· Ability to function with the courage to take public/community risks independent of special interests
· Appreciation for the need of governance and process when working in a group
